BIBLICAL TIMES, April 20, 2008 
The Romans had divided Palestine into five provinces:  
from north to south were Galilee, Samaria, Judea and 
Idumea; to the east of Judea, across the Jordan River, 
was Perea.  Most Jews lived in the rural sections of 
Galilee, Perea and Judea or in the Holy City of 
Jerusalem.  The Samaritans and Idumeans 
(Edomites), followers of Judaism who were regarded 
as heretics by the Jews, also lived primarily in rural 
areas.  Most others lived in the prosperous new cities 
located along the coast and the main routes of travel.  
These beautiful towns, with their colonnaded avenues 
and graceful, pillared buildings were showplaces of 
Greek and Roman culture. 
Most Jews despised their foreign overlords and deeply 
resented the presence of a pagan culture in their 
ancient homeland.  Yet they disagreed about how to 
oppose it.  In the hills of Galilee, bands of Jewish 
patriots plotted armed rebellion, but only a few hours 
away, in their Dead Sea sanctuary, the Essenes 
patiently awaited a "heavenly Deliverer."  For many 
other Jews, too, it was a time of hope and expectation 
as well as despair.  They believed they were about to 
witness the dawn of a new age.
